Newly -Approved Benefits  

If you are a nationally -appointed missionary, the following benefits were approved for 2012 by the 
U.S. Missions Executive Committee. 

Fitness Policy:  The fitness policy has increased in amount and coverage. It is now up to $400 per 
year with 100% of the cost of membership expenses or exercise equipment. Receipts are required 
and funds are taxable. 

Adoption Policy:  For those with appointed status, up to $5,000 per adoption per child can be 
sent from the (00) as taxable income. Copies of the receipts are requested and will include the 
travel costs (if required to pick up a child).  

(09) Offering Max for Singles:  The (09) Max for singles is increased from $9,350 to $10,200 
per year. 

MBA/Retirement Employer Share Increase:  Maximum employer share MBA contribution is 
increased to $600 for couples and $510 for singles. For Category 1 Missionary Associates, it will be 
$425 for couples and $361.25 for singles.
